In order to be eligible to join Job's Daughters, you must have some Masonic relationship somewhere in your family. It doesn't necessarily have to be your father or grandfather, Masonic relationship can be almost anyone in your family, no matter how related or how far back (they don't have to be living - for example, it could be a great great grandfather). 

The relation could be an uncle, cousin (1st, 2nd, 3rd, etc.) or even step-father or his relation, or through adoption. The relationship could be either on your father’s side of the family or your mothers side. Lastly, don't forget that you could also be eligible for membership by being related to a "Majority Member" of Job's Daughters (an adult woman who was a Job's Daughter when she was younger).

Technically speaking, here's what the "official" bylaws (rules) say about who is eligible to join Job's Daughters:

(a) Girls between the ages of ten (10) and twenty (20) years who bear a Masonic relationship shall be eligible for membership. Masonic relationship shall be interpreted to mean a relationship by blood, marriage, or law to a Master Mason, his wife or widow, or a Majority Member of Job’s Daughters.

How do I know or find out if there's a
Mason in my family?
	


Good question. If you don't already know - ask around!

Sound obvious?  Not really. What's important is who you ask. In the past, people often didn't talk about much being a Mason. That's mostly because Masons rarely "toot their own horn" - preferring to do their good deeds with modesty. So, some family members may not realize there are Masons somewhere in your family (or past). 

Start with your parents - they may or may not know if there is Mason in your family (or if there were in the past somewhere). If they don't know, the next people to ask are your grand parents - both pair (your mothers parents and your fathers parents).  

Another way to tell is to look for a Masonic emblem or sticker on your family's cars. They're usually round plastic emblems or decals and usually have the Square and Compass Masonic emblem on it. They might look like or similar to any of the following examples:
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Master Mason
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Past Master
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Scottish Rite
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Shriner
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Eastern Star


You only have to find ONE! 

When checking with family members, don't just ask if your grandfather was a Mason - ask if they know of anyone in the family that is now or was a Mason sometime in the past. Check with cousins and aunts and uncles also. All that is required is that the person who is or was a Mason is somehow related to you, by blood or by law (like a step relation, or adopted.... whatever). So, as you can see, the relation doesn't have to be just a parent or grandparent. 
If your parents or grandparents don't know for sure, you might check old family Bibles.  Significant Masonic events (among other things) were often recorded in family Bibles in the past.

Don't forget to find out if there is or was anyone in your family that used to be a Job's Daughter themselves (that's called a "Majority Member"). That will qualify you for membership also. 

If all else fails, you could always ask your dad to join a Masonic Lodge!
